The article by Mrs Julian W. Hill in The
International Camellia of October 1978 calls for
some comment. If Mrs Hill does not speak Por-
tuguese there may have been the same
misunderstanding between herself and the
Conde and Condessa de Campo Bello, as there
was between the Conde and Dr F. G. Meyer.

In 1959 Dr F. G. Meyer stated ‘. . . Old fami-
ly archives of the Conde de Campo Bello, pre-
sent owner of the villa, indicate that 3 living
plants of C. japonica from Japan were planted
in the garden about the middle of the 16th
century. This is not impossible,
Portuguese traders in the Orient first made con-
tact with Japan in 1542. The discovery of these
aged specimens extends the date of introduction
of the Camellia back nearly 200 years, to about
1550, (Meyer 1959)

After speaking to the Conde in his own
language, a denial was published first in Spanish
(Odriozola 1971) and later in English (Odriozola
1975) which stated ¢“. . . The Conde himself told
me that Dr Meyer had misunderstood; he did
not tell Dr Meyer the Camellias were 400 years
old, but that documents substantiate that the
manor and its garden were in the possession of
his ancestors 400 years ago . . .”’

Subsequently the Conde wrote a hlstory of his
family and property for me, which I have
translated, and he stated ““. . . In the archives of
Campo Bello there are records of four sons of
the family going to the Indies in the sixteenth
century, but there is no reference to their bring-
ing back Camellias or other plants-. . .”’ (Gim-
son 1978). From which it will be seen that the
family archives of the Conde do NOT indicate
that 3 living plants of C. japonica from Japan
were planted in the garden about ‘the middle of
the 16th century.

Of the large trees in the garden of the late Miss
M. R. Tait, in 1964 she said that the six cultivars
of C. sasanqua must have then been at least
fifty-five years old (Tait 1964); C. sasenqua first
came to Europe in 1869 (Sealy 1969). Of some of
the other large Camellias in her garden, C.
Japonica ‘Princeza Real’ was first introduced
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in 1884 (Loureiro 1884), .and ‘Incarnata’
(‘Camurca’ in Portuguese) came to Europe in
1806 (Andrews 1812). There is an account of the
planting in 1897-99 of some of the Camellias in
the garden at 1191, Campo Allegre, Oporto,
now the Jardim Botanico (da Silva 1962). J. M.
Loureiro who was the best known horticulturist
in Portugal in the last century wrote that the first
Camellias were introduced to Oporto between
1808 and 1810 (Loureiro 1882); this was on the
authority of Mr Van-Zeller, one of the
importers. A. Moreiro da Silva agreed with
Loureiro (da Silva 1962). It has been suggested
that Tournefort may have seen a Camellia in
Lisbon in 1689 (Gorer 1977).

To turn from plants to history. Prince Henry
the Navigator died in 1460 (Atkinson 1960); but
the Portuguese did not round the Cape of Good
Hope until 1488, Vasco da Gama reaching India
10 years later. The landing in Japan by the
Portuguese in 1542 was when one of their vessels
was shipwrecked. Their first trading stations
were established in China, at Macao, in 1557
and in Japan, at Nagasaki, in 1570 (Boxer 1973).
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Mrs Hill in acknowledging Mr Gimson’s pro-
found and intimate knowledge of the Camellias
of Portugal and Spain, and of their history,
went on to say: ‘‘Since the real origin of the
trees at Campo Bello is not documented I sug-
gest as a possibility that they were brought to
Portugal during the period of active trading bet-
ween Japan and Portugal between the years
1549 and 1639. But who knows?”’

One of our members, Mrs Mary Caroni, of
Minusio, Switzerland, is another who has been
fortunate enough to see the Camellias at
Oporto. She also wrote to us querying the ex-
actness of parts of the historical data.

The interest and discussion which has sprung
from Mrs Hill’s original article bodes well for
the International Congress proposed to be held
in Spain in 1981.

Jersey is a very small island, 10 x 5 miles, part
of the British Isles, self-governing, situated 15
miles from France, 85 miles from England. It is
served by the Gulf Stream and lies in the Bay of
Mont St. Michel.

It is very beautiful. Aided by its geographical
situation, the sloping valleys to the south, the
care always lavished on the soil by the Islanders,
and the humidity of the atmosphere, coupled
with the sun’s warmth, it is the ideal place for
growing Camellias. They are grown on the
Island as free standing trees, sometimes 30 feet
high, and not in greenhouses.

Frosts are rare, the winters are mild, but with
a certain amount of east wind, though the pre-
vailing wind from the Atlantic is south-westerly.
The average rainfall over the years 1968-78 was
800 mm per annum and the average hours of
sunshine per annum 1947-1970 were 1,915.

We have no trouble in growing Camellias,
and certainly the older varieties are disease-free;
the trees are of large spreading shape, and
leaves and flowers of fine colour. Many of
them, I think, came from France, possibly the
Nantes area. They are to be found growing in
the gardens of our old manor houses, or
alongside an ancient farmhouse, the house
dating from the eighteenth century. Traditional-
ly the garden would have been well cultivated.

One variety in particular, which I have always
called to myself the ‘‘Jersey Camellia’, is
(thanks to Mr A. G. Hellyer’s aid in naming)
‘Marguerite Gouillon’, certainly emanating
from the old Gouillon nurseries at Nantes,
France. M. Thoby tells me that this would date,
at Nantes, after 1842. This flower is blush-pink,
double, very free-flowering, and not very large,
say 3 inches across, neat in appearance, and the
tree usually has a peculiar curling leaf., ‘Mar-
guerite’ flowers from early March, and speci-
mens are to be found at Longueville Manor
Hotel, La Haule Manor Hotel, Howard Davis
Park and elsewhere.

I thought that when I chose the subject of
“Old Camellias”’, it would be an easy task. To
the contrary it has however proved most fas-
cinating to try to discover their history , and to
find a surprising number of these old trees, in
overy fifty localities. I have no proof of age.
Camellias are very slow-growing in the Island,
so I have been out with my tape measure, and
have measured the girths of the trunks of the

larger ones, and have taken a girth of 34 inches
(2%2 cm — 1 inch) to indicate 100 years of age. I
have proof of this in one instance. There are
several of 60 inch girth, and many in between
these two sizes.

Records show that Jersey had nurserymen
selling Camellia plants in 1839, and in 1857 one
gentleman had 300 blooms on one of his trees.
The main species of these old trees is japonica,
20 feet or more in height. There are formal
doubles, semi-doubles and paeony-flowered, in
white, rose-pink, variegated red and white, red
and striped. La Haule Manor Hotel boasts no
less than 10 of these old trees, with girths of
around 35"’ 52”’. Mrs Le Gresley, of
Cloverley Farm, St. Martin has a large double
white which flowers from December onwards
(‘Alba Plena’?). Mr Cowdery, of Pontorson
Farm, St. Clement, (his granite house was built
in 1766) has a pink double which is known to be
over 100 years old. Longueville Manor Hotel
has two, one a ‘Marguerite Gouillon’ of 56’
girth. The size of these flowers, on the old trees,
is small by modern standards, say 32’ - 47,
but they make up in quantity what they lack in
size.

I cannot write about “Old Camellias”
without mentioning Sir John Le Couteur,
F.R.S. (1794-1875), the Founder of the Royal
Jersey Agricultural & Horticultural Society in
1833, and the first Secretary of the Society. He
owned properties in St. Aubin, St. Brelade and
his hand-written ‘“‘Garden Book’’, dating from
1832-1868, still survives, and is very legible.

We read there of his buying Camellias for his
gardens in 1846 from a Jersey nurseryman nam-
ed Langellier. He paid four shilings and six-
pence a plant (then quite expensive). He gives
their names and descriptions. Another local
nurseryman, Saunders, also supplied Camellias;
and Sir John bought from France, at Angers,
from Le Roy, and from Dinan. At that time the
Camellia in England was grown under glass,
and Sir John did his best to disprove this idea;
and he also gives us his “‘recipes’ for their
cultivation and dispersal by seeds, cuttings and
grafts.
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Many of these old varieties are not in flower
at the time of writing, but Mrs Violet Lort-
Phillips and I have a list of fifty gardens where
they may be viewed by appointment, or just
when passing by.

Of interest perhaps is the largest trunk I have
measured to date, at St. Brelade, having a girth
of 60 inches. I take this to mean, in Jersey, that
it is nearly 200 years old.

L'lle de Jerscy a unc superficie d’environ 16 x
8 kms. Elle fait partie des lles Britanniques, mais
cst autonome étant assujettie seulement au
Souverain Britannique. Jersey se trouve a 25
kms. de la cote frangaise et 136 kms. de
I’Angleterrc. Elle est situés sous I'influence du
‘Gulf Stream’ dans la baie du Mont St. Michel.

On remarque que I'ile est verdoyant et fertile,
grace a sa situation géographique, ses vallées
penchantes au soleil et la bonne gestion de ses
terres depuis des centaines d’années. L'humidité
de 'atmosphere (pluie moyennant par an, 1968-
78 étant 800 mm.) jointe a la Puissance du soleil
(moyennant 1,915 heures par an, sur 1947-70)
ont contribué a la culture des camellias. It y a
presque guére d’hivers sevéres, et le vent sud-
ouest de I'Atlantique régne: quand-mémec on
souffre quelquefois du vent de l'est.

Les vieux arbres de camellia poussent trés
bien, et on n'a pas signalé de maladies. lls sont
grands et étendus, tres prolifiques en fleurs, mais
celles-ci n’arrivent pas a plus de 10 cms. de
diametre. 1l y a beaucoup d’especes differentes,
dont plusieurs viennent de la France, de Nantes
et Angers en particulier. Les vieux camellias se
trouvent dans les jardins de nos manoirs anciens,
ou a coté d'une ferme qui date peutétre du
18ieme siécle, dont le jardin traditionnellement a
été bien cultivé.

Une variété qui est trés repandue, et dont jai
toujours pensé était le vrai ‘Camcllia de Jersey’,
est en effet, ‘Marguerite Gouillon’, dont les

fleurs, rosc-pale. double. trés prolifique et
cmanant certainement des Jardins de Gouillons
Fréres a Nantes. M. Thoby m’a informé que
celle-ci fut introduite a Nantes vers 1842, La
belle Marguerite fleurit apartir de févricr-mars,
et se trouve a longueville Manor Hotel, la
Haule Manor Hotel. Howard Davis Park. et
plusicurs d'autres endroits.

Quand j'ai choist comme sujet. “Les Vieux
Camecllias’ ['ai imaginé que ce serait unc tache
facile. au contraire. j'ai cu bcaucoup de travail,
mais I'tntérét de les chercher. dans au moins une
cinquantainc de localités differentes, ct d*étudier,
quand possible. leur histoire m'a donné grand
plaisir.

Puisquil manque souvent d'information sur
I'age des vieux arbres, et que le camellia a Jersey
pousse tres lentement j'ai du mesurer la
circonférence des troncs. J'ai conclu qu'une
circonférence de 85 cms. indique un age a peu
pres cent ans. Jai trouvé un arbre qui mesure
150 c¢ms., et un grand nombre entre ces deux
mesurcs.

Dans les Archives de la Société Jersiaisc il y a
les comptes horticoles des maisons qui expedia-
ient les plantes de camcilias a Jersey en 1839, et
en 1857 un certain monsieur se vantait qu'il avait
plus de 300 fleurs sur un de scs arbres.

[.a plupart des vieux arbres sont des “japonica’
de six mctres ou plus de hautcur. On trouve des
fleurs doubles, doubles-formels. moitié-doubles,
et des formes péonies. Les couleurs sont variés;
blanc. rosc, rouge, ct blanc varié ou rayé.

Huit de ces grands arbres sc trouvent a La
Haule Manor Hotel, dont les troncs mesurent de
88 a 130 cms. Madame 1.c Gresley, a Cloverlcy
Farm, St. Martin, possede un grand arbre de
camellias doubles (Alba plena?) en floraison
depuis le debut du mois de décembre. M.
Cowdery, dont la maison, cn beau granit date du
1766, (Pontorson Farm, St. Clement) possede un
arbre (lleurs doubles-rose) dont on sait que son
age remonts a plus de cent ans. A Longueville
Manor Hotel on trouve deux arbres, dont le
*Margueritc Gouillon™ a un tronc de 140 cms.

Les flcurs de la pluspart de ces vieux arbres
sont petites, en comparaison des. exemples
modernes, ne montant qua 8 a 10 cms., mais
quant a la quantité sur un scul arbre, on ne peux
pas les depasser.

During the period May 1977 to December
1978, experimentation and stereo-microscope
observations were carried out on nursery stock
plants of C. sasanqua cv. ‘Plantation Pink’ and
growth shoot material from advanced plants of
the same cultivar. These may be regarded as
preliminary studies to further work on growth
physiology of Camellia species and cultivars.

The main research work concentrated on a
seasonal growth analysis of twenty-four 3-year-
old containerised shrubs in full sun and under
28% and 52% shadecloth. In addition,

treatments (two levels of a growth retardant .

A-rest or Ancymidol, a pruning of the leader
shoot and a control). With two replications of
the shade treatments, these plants were laid out
in 2 x 3 x 4 design for statistical treatment of
critical growth parameters.

Of all the growth parameters examined,
significant differences for mean growth per bud
and mean internode length per developed shoot
were obtained between the Ancymidol
treatments and control, but not for shade whole
plots or the pruning treatment. These results will
be discussed in a further article; however it will
be pertinent to discuss the motivating theory
behind the project.

The main object was to provide a basis for
future studies of the physiological contribution
to forms exhibited by cultivars of C. sasanqua
and related species.

Different growth forms may be accentuated
by the variety of heights, the variety in size and
shape of leaf blades, the internode lengths of
vegetative shoots, degree of apical dominance
and pendulousness. Branch angle may also con-
tribute.

GROWTH PHYSIOLOGY

Forms exhibited in cultivars of C. sasanqua
have been classified on a purely descriptive basis
for example upright (e.g. ‘Plantation Pink’, C.
vernalis ‘Hiryu’), sentinel (e.g. ‘Marie Young’),
semi prostrate (e.g. C. hiemalis ‘Showa No
Sakae’), while others may be put into categories
of semi-pendulous, weeping and dwarfian.
These may be explained in terms of presence,
absence or degree of apical dominance in
vegetative leader shoots. Dwarfism of in-
terspecific hybrids of C. sasanqua and C.
oleifera have already been examined by Acker-
man (1977) on a genetic basis. However, the ac-
tual physical production of form is the sum total
of a number of three dimensional
characteristics.

As the cultivar chosen here was an upright
one, an examination of the production of total
leaf primordia production around the leader
shoots and also whole branch systems is a
critical determining factor. In addition,
stereoscopic observations and descriptions of
the vegetative buds on leader shoots were under- .
taken. % increase in shoot length over one
growth season may also be determined for
various treatments.

As hedging is an important aspect of Sasan-
qua usage, the use of an artificial growth retar-
dant to produce a compact bushy growth,
without the need for heavy pruning was another
aspect of form examined. The retardant, A-rest
or Ancymidol (a-cyclopropyl) — a
(4-methoxyphenyl) — (5-pyrmidine methanol)
was applied as a soil drench (1 mg and 2 mg ap-
plications) on the potted specimens. This has
been one of the most effective of the chemicals
in reducing internode length in many woody
perennials, particularly Azaleas and other
Rhododendron sp.

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TRIBUTE TO THE LATE MISS MURIEL TAIT

Miss Muriel Tait, one of the earliest and
oldest members of the Society, died in Oporto
in November 1978 at the age of 92. She wrote a
short account of the Camellias in her garden,
Quinta do Meio, in the International Camellia
Journal, 1, 2 (1964), but her garden was
noteworthy for the magnificent trees, shrubs
and bulbs, including an enormous Tulip-tree,
fine roses, cyclamens, nerines, crinums, leuco-
jums and so on.

Miss Tait came of one of the old Port
families of Oporto, and her father, William,
was an-amateur naturalist who wrote what is
still the best book on birds in Portugal. My
mother’s friendship with the Tait family started
at Roedean School, Brighton, to which Muriel;
her sister, Dorothy, and her cousin, Ruth (later
Mrs Hubert Jennings), went as girls. During
World War I Muriel volunteered and went to
Russia as a Red Cross nurse. Once when I was
staying with her, she showed me the letters
which she had written to her parents. She stayed
on for several months in Leningrad after the
outbreak of the Revolution, and her accounts
of the conditions of nursing there and of the
difficulties in getting from Russia to Finland
and Sweden were most interesting,.

After their parents died Muriel and her sister
stayed on in the Quinta do Meio and shared the
garden helped by two or three gardeners. Muriel
was tall and thin, and usually wore a Scotch
tweed coat and skirt- and stout brogue-style
shees, To give two examples of her kindness:
her cook has a clever but severely disabled son.

Muriel grew ‘Queen Elizabeth’ roses in quantity
from cuttings, and the proceeds from the sale of
these went into a fund for the education of this
boy. In 1974 when petrol was strictly rationed in
Portugal, Muriel gave up being driven about
herself so that her chaffeur could drive the crip-
pled boy to and from school each day. .

When I was quite small I was taken to meet
Miss Tait’s father at the Zoo in London. A year
or two before he had presented a wolf, which he
had kept as a pet in Oporto until it grew too big
(and ferocious?), to the Zoo, and he had come
to see whether it recognized him. Escorted by
the keeper, he and I went into the wolf’s cage
watched by a lot of surprised spectators; he
talked to it, but it showed no signs of recogni-
tion. Miss Tait’s uncle, Alfred, was an amateur
botanist, who introduced Narcissus triandrus
var. albus (Angel’s Tears) to cultivation. The
story goes that one spring he had marked where
some of these bulbs were growing; when the
bulbs had died down he set off one hot day with
his gardener and the gardener’s son, Angel. The
two older men needed to rest and sent Angel on
alone. He brought back the wrong bulbs and
burst into tears when they roused on him.

The Quinta do Meio stands on a steep slope
with a magnificent view of the River. Douro,
and has been bought to become a public park,
so that everyone will be able to enjoy the trees
and shrubs, which Muriel tended so well. o

by long-time ICS member, Mr Ambrose Con-
greve, to the Irish nation of the family estate,
Mount. Congreve. Mr Congreve was a close
friend of the late Professor Waterhouse.

. The Examiner reported: ‘“‘Mount Congreve,

the 17th century estate of Ambrose Congreve,
five miles outside Waterford city and valued at
several millicn pounds, is to be handed over to
the nation next week. The house and exquisite
gardens will be accepted by the Taoiseach
(Prime Minister). The handing over will not be
fully completed for 80 years . . . the house and
gardens will be held in trust by the nation for
the intervening 80 years’’.

Following on the publication of the article
‘‘Reticulata Hybrid ‘Emperor’ — Fact or
Fancy’’, in ICS Journal No. 9 of November
1977, page 51, a letter was received from M. J.
C. Rosmann of Boucau, France, in which he
stated that he had two different Reticulatas of
early origin which he received from Mr Roger
de Bisshop, one clearly being ‘Capt. Rawes’, the
other being similar but sufficiently different
to be separately distinguished. Mr Rosmann
called this clone C. reticulata ‘Gandavensis’ and
suggested it was the same as the C. reticulata at-
tributed to Sander which is in the Jardin des
Plantes de Nantes. This latter clone has proved
fertile and successful crosses have been made
with both C. saluenensis and C. japonica. Mr
Rosmann expressed the opinion that this could
well be the clone that Captain Rawes imported
for Mr Palmer in 1824.

A further request for information brought
the following letter and two coloured photo-
graphs clearly showing blooms of different
semidouble reticulata. M. Rosmann wrote: ‘‘As
agreed, I am sending you the photos of the
Camellia reticulata ‘Sander’, of whose way of
introduction into Europe I know absolutely
nothing. However, as it is not mentioned in the
nomenclature published by the Southern
California Camellia Society one can assume
that its distribution is limited to Europe. To my
knowledge it is recorded in the inventory of the
Bot. Gardens in Nantes, and I have obtained
my plant from Mr Roger de Bisshop of Gand,
Belgium. If, as you state in The International
Camellia Journal 1977, the plant known as
‘Captain Rawes’ is in reality the importation of

John Dampier Parks, the Reticulata ‘Sander’
could therefore be the first Reticulata intro-
duced by Capt. Rawes for Thomas Palmer in
1824, One can continue from this thought with
the hypotheses that C. reticulata ‘Sander’ could
be the father of the Camellia hybrid ‘Emperor’.
[ agree with your opinion concerning the
Camellia ‘Emperor’ of Claude Thoby which is
in reality only a variety of Camellia japonica.

‘The characteristics of the C. reticulata
‘Sander’ are as follows:

Young growth colour 179A - 137B of the
R.H.S. Colour Chart. Flowering 3 weeks before
‘Capt. Rawes’. As you can see from the photo
the lateral veins form a more open angle, 30°
instead of the 50° approx. for ‘Capt. Rawes’.
The leaf is oblong-obovate, elliptic and shorter.
The petiole is shorter. I have obtained a hybrid
which is one year old now, C. saluenensis x C.
reticulata ‘Sander’ and the spring growth has
exactly the same colour as the male parent. On
the other hand other seedlings from crosses with
C. japonica are too young for their character-
istics to be differentiated and for their hybrid-
ation to be judged as true. I will keep you in-
formed about the progress of this work.”’

Thus, there appears to be building up evi-
dence that the C. reticulata introduced by Capt.
Rawes for Thomas C. Palmer in 1824 is dif-
ferent to that imported by John Dampier Parks
in 1826 and that it is fertile, whereas the Parks
importation which has become widespread as
‘Capt. Rawes’, is sterile. Therefore, the original
‘Emperor’ may well have been the original C.
reticulata x japonica hybrid with C. reticulata
‘Sander’ as its parent.

The Earl of Rosse, a life member of the ICS
and a mémber ever since the Society’s early
years, died this year. In his seventy-third year,
he will be sadly missed by all who knew him.

The Earl was chairman of the International
Dendrology Society, vice-president of the Royal
Horticultural Society and widely known as a
dedicated plantsman. The English Gardeners’
Chronicle in reporting his death said:
““Laurence Michael Harvey Parsons succeeded
his father as sixth Earl in 1918. The family seat
was Birr Castle in Co Offaly, and here the new

Lord Rosse continued the development of one
of the finest gardens in Ireland.

In 1935 he married Anne, only daughter of Lt
Col Leonard Messel of Nymans, near Hand-
cross in Sussex, where the gardens — now own-
ed by the National Trust — are among the most
important in England.”’

Nymans was one of the gardens visited in the
ICS U.K. Region’s annual conference in April
1977. A garden of extraordinary interest and -
charm it left an indelible impression on the
editor and other overseas members visiting it
for the first time.
