If you experienced the excitement and
pleasure of either the 1980 ICS Congress at
Kyoto, Japan, or the 1981 gathering at Jersey,
Channel Islands, you need little encouragement
to finalise your arrangements to attend the
Sacramento meeting next March.

If, on the other hand, Sacramento is to be
your first International Camellia Congress,
then prepare yourself for one of the happiest
experiences of your life.

The venue: Sacramento has good reason to
call itself “the Camellia Capital of the World”
— even if you would debate that claim.
Wellknown Australian nurseryman Jim Fisher
wrote recently: “In my opinion, Sacramento
is the best place in the world for camellias. Be
sure to see Capitol Park. I have never seen
such fine camellias in a public place —
wonderful!”

The ICS Congress is the opening event in
Sacramento’s 1983 Camellia Festival, but you
don’t have to be a “camellia expert” to have
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the time of your life. Hopefully, we shall have
members from at least ten different countries . . .
a great opportunity to form new friendships.
The city also likes to be known as the City of
Trees. It became the capital of California
following the goldrush days of 1849, and saw
the commencement of the famous Pony Express
in 1860. It is surrounded by an historic and
beautiful countryside, including the celebrated
Napa Valley renowned for its vineyards and
wineries.
