Mrs Lort-Phillips added aspecial commend-
ation for John Alpen, now an Australian
director, who edited and published the Inter-
national Camellia Journal so efficiently between
1978 and 1981. She ex pressed regret that it had
not proved possible for the new directors
representing Spain and Portugal to attend the

- The Directors carried a unanimous vote of

Membership S ubscription:

Discussion of the society’s finances resulted
in a decision that subscriptions should not be
increased in 1984, unless recommended other-
wise by the Hon. Treasurer after her survey of
all regional returns.

Non-members at Congresses:

A suggestion that non-members should not
participate in ICS congresses was not accepted
by the Board. It was felt that there are justifiable
circumstances for inviting participants who
may subsequently become members.

ICS Journal

The new editor, Kenwyn Clapp, of England,
was complimented on the successful public-

ation of his first Journal, the 1982 issue. John -

Tooby advised that United Kingdom members
had underwritten the colour pages for that
issue.

International Nomenclature:

The International Registrar, Tom Savige,
reported that he was approaching completion
of the nomenclature check-list comprising some
25,000 names. He outlined the work still
required in order that the list could be

forwarded to the Bailey Hortorium as soon as
possible for processing, Mr Savige also drew
attention to the need for an 1CS application
form for registrations in those regions where
national registration procedures were unavail-
able to date. He suggested that one form was
needed in English/French; another in Spanish/
Portuguese/Jtalian. Directors also felt that a
Japanese application form was needed. The
UK executive was requested to draw up
appropriate forms for regional use.

New Director:

Vice-president Eric Craig moved that the
outstanding contributions to the society’s
advancement by M. Jean Laborey made him
ideally suitable for appomtment as a second
Director for France, in conjunction with M.
Claude Thoby. The motion was carried
unanimously, with acclamation.

Next Congress:

Consideration of several venues, including
Australia, South Africa, Italy, France, and the
United Kingdom, resulted in a decision that a
1985 congress could be most conveniently
organised in the United Kingdom. The UK
exccutive was requested to draw up a
recommended programme.

The meeting congratulated Mrs Lort-Phillips
on efficiently conducting her first Board
meeting, an occasion which foreshadowed a
further period of consolidation and growth for
the International Camellia Society.

Congress Innovation:

The Australian members hosted an after-
dinner International Friendship Forum on
Monday evening, 7 March. Although this
function was intended as a get-together closer
to the commencement of the congress, the
large attendance nevertheless indicated that
the Friendship Forum could become a worth-
while feature of future ICS congresses. Cheeses
and Australian wines were served as members
arrived. Function chairman Eric Craig called
for a free exchange of views on ways to improve
membership of camellia societies. Introductory
comments were contributed by Ann Blair
Brown, USA; M. Jean Laborey, France; Dr

- Karu Hagiya, Japan; and Cicely Perring,

England. Numerous suggestions were contri-

buted by floor members. The evening con-

cluded all too quickly, but with a much wider

understanding and apprec1at10n of international -
friendships.

A Report by ERIC CRAIG

The evening of March 6, 1983, at Sacra-
mento, California, saw the commencement of
the third era of the Internatlonal Camellia
Society.

The inaugural meetmg of directors took
place in the United Kingdom on April 1, 1962.
However, another 11 years passed before the
first meeting of I1.C.S. members was called,
and the Constitution adopted. That was July
1973, in Sydney, Australia.

Then commenced a second, more progres-
sive era ... a period when a programme of
international togetherness gained favour, high-
lighting the fact that the society’s fifth objective
was just as important as the sécond Ob]CCthC
(see inside front cover). -

This programme was promoted by an
Australian ex ecutive committee, headed firstly
by Professor E. G. Waterhouse, and after his
death in 1977 by Thomas Savige. Directors
and members were thus able to come together

at

‘The originally-intended three years’ adminis-
tration of the society from Australia was
extended, by the unanimous vote of Directors,
at each Board meeting between 1977 and 1981.
On the latter occasion, it was agreed that the
Australian request for a transfer of adminis-
tration to another region should be recognised,
in order that the society would continue to be
truly international in operation. An offer by
the United Kingdom directors to take office
from 1983 was therefore accepted. |

The Third Era:

The Sacramento meeting of Directors and
Officers comprised representatives of Africa,
Asia, Australia, France, Italy, Switzerland, New
Zealand, the Channel Islands, and the United
Kingdom. Those attending their first LC.S.
Board meeting were Lewis Fetterman of North
Carolina, USA: William Stewart of California,
USA; Dr Kaoru Hagiya of Japan; Goro Iimure
of Japan; Ray Garling of Victoria, Australia;
Richard Clere of New Zealand, as proxy for
Owen Moore; Mrs Mayda Reynolds from the
Channel Islands, as proxy for Mrs Barbara de
Veulle; and the Hon. Secretary; David Dav1es
of the United Kingdom.

Mrs Lort-Phillips reported that the transfer
of administration from Australia to the United

The fourth annual general meeting of The
Eryldene Trust, held on 22 July, saw A.C.R.S.
and International Camellia Society member
Sir Alexander Beattie elected as President. Sir
Alexander succeeded the Trust’s inaugural
President, Alderman Richard Lennon of the
Ku-ring-gai Council, who had served for four
years.

Sir Alexander, apart from his Camellia
Society memberships, was a good friend of the
late Professor E. G. Waterhouse and Mrs Janet
Waterhouse, who raised their family at
“Eryldene”. He recently retired as Chief Judge
of the N.S.W. Industrial Court, and also from
chairmanship of the Sydney Royal Botanic
Gardens and Domain Trust. It will be seen
that Sir Alexander Beattie is eminently qualified
to accept the responsibilities of President of
The Eryldene Trust, and Chairman of its Board
of Governors.

“Eryldene”, at 27 MclIntosh Street, Gordon,
a North Shore suburb of Sydney, was designed
for Professor and Mrs Waterhouse by the noted
Australian architect, Hardy Wilson. The home,
which has now been substantially restored by
the Trust, is regarded as the finest example of
Australian domestic architecture for the early
20th century. The building was commenced in
1913, and Gowrie Waterhouse carried his petite
Scottish bride, Janet, over the threshold on
Good Friday, 1914. “Eryldene” will therefore
celebrate its 70th anniversary next year.

Professor Waterhouse’s personally-landscaped
garden is internationally famous, not only for
its magnificent collection of camellias from all

corners of the globe, but also for its trees and
other plants. The Professor laid out his garden
as though it was an extension of his home. It
was to be a succession changing vistas, inter-
mingled with open lawn areas which are green
havens of peace.

Other A.C.R.S. and International Camellia
Society members re-elected to the “Eryldene”
executive last July were: Peter Levick (vice
president); John Roberts (treasurer); Harry
Churchland, Eric Craig and Professor lan
Waterhouse (governors). The two governors
nominated by the N.S.W. branch of the
A.C.R.S. are Bob Savell and Helen Simon.
